> IsSHA256State(arg) (Category)
Returns: true or false

1.1.2 CRYPTING_HexStringIntPad

> CRYPTING_HexStringIntPad(int, pad, length) (function)

Call Reference: HexStringInt on the argument int then pad the string on the left to length
using padding letter pad

1.1.3 CRYPTING_HexStringIntPad8

> CRYPTING_HexStringIntPad8(int) (function)

Call Reference: HexStringInt on the argument int then pad the string on the left to length 8
using padding letter 0.
